Key Rules for the Arena

All riders must wear a hat in judged events, except in gaited pleasure, ladies
optional.

No Crop tops, muscle shirts, or any sleeveless garments. Tops must have
sleeves and be long enough to be tucked in.

All riders will wear boots. “Heels down” type riding shoes in speed events only.
Only “Jumpers” in Barrel pick-up can wear tennis shoes.

Don't let ponies or horses bunch-up in Pony Class or Walk-trot classes. Stop
class and spread them out.

Two year-old snaffle bit will walk and trot the first six shows and walk, trot and
lope the last six shows. Regardless of the dates.

All Gaited classes are to enter at a Walk.

Open Hunter Under Saddle, Ladies Gaited and Men’s Gaited can wear their
number on their back or on both sides of the saddle pad.

No western spurs in Hunter Under Saddle. (No rowels on spurs)
The Judges has to place the Flag in the Bucket for Flags at all times.
During Reining a chair will be provided for the Judge and Ringmaster.

No Schooling at any time. Stop class and ask rider to exit arena. If class is over,
stop rider and ask rider to leave arena.

Get Pleasure Classes in and out of the arena as quick as possible.
